
BBN online lectures and discussions. Points for speakers on recording lectures. 
Here are a few points that we hope will aid in the prerecording of your talk. If you have not made a recording 
before and need mor assistance, we would appreciate if you seek technical assistance on your end as well.  

 
General points 

 Whichever recording application used to record, there are few things to keep in mind 
 Make sure to record both content (audio, slides etc.) and video. 
 It is always good to do a little test run to see if audio and video are coming through the way intended.  
 A good microphone is important as better quality will make the recording clearer and easier to follow 

for the audience. If you have a choice, pick the higher quality microphone.  
 Turn up the lights! Even if it seems strange for you, good lighting is key for the clarity and quality of 

the video image. 

ISFNR and BNN logos 

 We graciously ask you to start your PowerPoint presentation with the ISFNR and BNN logos. In the recording 
we ask you to let them stand for about two seconds before you start your talk. The logos have been provided 
to you in good quality via the same e-mail as these recommendations. 

Recording applications and how to share your recording 

 If you do not have a preferred recording application, we suggest using the Zoom platform. It is the same 
platform we use for the online meetings and sharing the pre-recorded video straight from Zoom is an 
accessible option.
